· The parish council approved the new red bricks and noted that there would be an additional cost of around £5,000.  It was agreed that this cost could be mitigated by a buy a brick scheme whereby a personalised brick could be sold for £60 to be placed in a panel on the new pavilion.  The Clerk is to advertise this in the Hanbury Herald.
· The Parish Council asked if there could be a WC in each changing room.

· JE asked if the accessible WC needed an additional door between the main area and the WC.

Cllr CS noted that she had spoken to DCVS re the transport use in Hanbury and it was minimal.  The Clerk is to contact DCVS for an advertisement piece for the Herald.

Cllr NC asked if Hanbury Hall could come to the next Parish Council meeting to discuss the proposed new building at Hanbury Hall, this was approved.
Cllr NC noted that the concrete slabs around the village hall need some attention. It was agreed that Cllr JE should ask Simon Laing for a quote to replace the slabs with a concrete path.

Cllr GG noted that the hedges around the village hall needed attention.  Clerk to contact CC and ask that they are sided and topped.
Cllr GG has visited the oak tree at the back of Courts Close bungalows and noted that there is no dead wood and the tree looks healthy and balanced.  He is to remove one branch.  GG is also to remove or cut back as he thinks appropriate the hawthorne bush which is at the same location and which is impinging on a parishioner’s fence.

Cllr GG also noted a strut had been nailed to the oak tree from the fence at this location.

JE noted that a branch of an oak tree damaged an electricity line and caused power failure.

A wasps nest in the willow tunnel on the playground had been reported to Wychavon.

The cricket club grass mowings had been dumped in the childrens play area by ABCC and Tim Haslem has been alerted to this and will ensure it is not repeated,

JE noted the markings on Loggerheads Lane and asked if Highways could be contacted re them with regard to any proposed work on the Lane.
