Update from Cllr CS on progress.

Items agreed at the informal meeting of Hanbury Parish Council on 6/12/21 to be formally agreed.

· Installation location of the soakaway.
· Removal of self-seeded trees.
· Erection and location of scoreboard 2.4m2
· Pavilion drainage to main sewer.  Along the outside of the bungalow privet boundary following the route of the water pipe.  To end outside the metal gate of the bungalow with an inspection pit. Waste will travel to main sewer under the road.

· Cllr R Terrys sewer pipe inspection highlighted a major disconnection from a pipe from the hall and the main sewer pipe which was thought to be the cause of the previous leaks.  (This is root damage to a small section outside Byeways boundary) ETG is to provide a quote to rectify the issue.
· ABCC had requested an extra session of use of the pavilion/pitch but this was refused although an occasional session would be permitted.

Maintenance and improvement of Byways 
· Tony Akers has asked that the improvements to the electricity at Byways be completed after the lockdown period has ended.

Mandy Cook from the WI asks if the WI could plant a couple of rose bushes in memory of Frances Ford – somewhere outside the front of the Village Hall.  There is also a suggestion for a village bench in memory of several Hanbury residents who  died last year.

Car park at the back of the village hall – consideration for disability access at the informal HPC meeting on 6/12/21

· Consideration of a parking area on the grass area by the bottom of the ramp access to the hall was not deemed suitable due to lack of space and difficulty of use.

· A drop off area by the new walk-in area by the pedestrian gate was suggested – but it was noted that this was on a slope with a steep ramp to the play area necessary.

· Third option was to excavate a level path parallel to the head of the stairs (top left-hand side of car park) on the lower side to the top of the steps but now probably 18” lower than top step height, and to make the rest of steps a low gradient ramp. 
· There would be handrails on both sides and around the concreted approach path and one rail to continue to the front of building to support the less mobile. 

The rails to be made secure so that children cannot climb through. 

This Third option was agreed as a potential solution. 

· It was agreed to ask Simon Laing to quote for option 3. A rough starting quote of £800 plus VAT was received to dig out and casting a concrete slab to join the existing ramp to the carpark, remove the two old gates and fitting one new gate to match the front entrance gate with 2 new gate posts.  The existing gates are too narrow for comfortable disabled access.
