County Cllr Miller 

· There is to be a new VAS by the Wharf, in collaboration with Mark Bayliss.  Both County Councillors have pooled some funds and agreed that this should go ahead.  A location has been identified and a VAS will be in place soon.
· Hanbury Speed – Jinny ring – a survey to take place to assess speeds.  
· HGVs in the village – It appears that there is not much that can be done to limit the HGVs travelling through the village.  If a new Planning application for the industrial estate comes into Bromsgrove or Wychavon District councils then a new travel plan could be looked at.  (CS noted that she visited the traffic manager and looked at 2 ways of diverting traffic. i.e.  lowering the Bridge or turning the business park into domestic residences. CS contacted Bromsgrove Council and their traffic plan does not conform with access to train stations and bus routes etc.  Nothing was heard back from them. CS to update AM) AM noted that the outcome of that meeting was probably sent to Emily Barker.  She arranges future needs in transport plan LTP5. (This considers all transport arrangements)
· Upper Goosehill lane – a culvert keeps breaking apart by the refuse lorries – not owned by Highways.

· MAB commented that regarding the much-welcomed speeding proposals – there is no mention of the advisory 20mph in front of school. AM noted that this was because there is not a speed limit and is advisory only. 
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·  An activated speed sign will be installed at the school of the advisory 20mph, not mandatory. 

· Parish Lengthsman scheme is being revised – giving the Lengthsman greater responsibility in duties and increase in grant.
